Best practice 1: 

 Title: Green campus Objectives of the practice:   

● To contribute to the safe environment as it is the major global concern and 

● accomplish the green campus by conserving the available resources in the college. 

● To make the campus green and pollution free for ensuring the physical and mental wellbeing and 
also the positive ambience within the campus. 

● To create awareness on the climate changes and global challenges to be addressed in safeguarding 
the environment. 

The context: 

 

There has been a huge damage to the mother earth and nature with the enormous industrial development and 
progress of science and technology which is impacting in the form of climate change, biodiversity loss, soil 
deterioration and water scarcity etc. Hence it is very essential to switch to sustainable development that 
meets the needs of the present without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own 
needs.The college believes that adopting eco-friendly practices and educating the students is important  in 
the educational institutions to make a significant contribution in achieving sustainable development.  

The practice: 

Visakha Government Degree College for women is a renowned institution and despite being located in the 
center of the city it has a lush green environment in the campus having good landscaping with a wide variety 
of trees. The college constantly strives to ensure quality education to the students while instilling the values 
and skills in addition to the core academics. The college believes in the essentiality of introducing eco-
friendly practices to have a safe environment and sustainable development. Numerous green initiatives are 



being introduced in the college to promote an eco-friendly approach in achieving a safe and pollution free 
environment. 

Use of Alternate energy sources: 

Bio Gas Plant: 

Bio gas plant is constructed by using the plant trash from the college garden and vegetable wastage from the 
hostel and cow dung from gosala with an aim to contribute to the environment sustainability by shifting 
towards alternate energy sources. 

Installation of a 20 kwp solar PV rooftop system with net metering is one of the major green initiatives 
adopted in the college to promote the use of alternate energy sources and mitigate the carbon footprint due to 
non-renewable fossil fuels. 

Waste management: 

Paper wastage and electronic waste from all the sources of the college is collected and issued to the 
recycling unit by collaboration with WOW (wellness out of waste).  

 

Water conservation 

The college has a good water distribution system and there are two recharge pits constructed which allows 
the good percolation of rain water and facilitates the recharging of ground water level. Sprinklers are 
arranged to minimize the water usage for the garden. 

Rain water is collected into the tanks and is being used for the maintenance of terrace gardening. 

Greenhouse is constructed to provide ideal growing conditions for the plants and also protect them from 
extreme cold and hot weather conditions. Terrace garden is developed by utilizing the rain water collected 
into tanks.  

Vertical garden, terrace garden, medicinal and vegetable gardens are developed with a motive to enhance the 
green cover in the college campus which further reduces the pollution and also make a step to promote 
organic gardening.
